Do you think those experts discussing this have really thought 
through the social impacts this will have on New Zealand? I’ve read all 
about the money these taxes will bring but believe there is a bigger picture 
to consider here –like who really ends up paying.   ��
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�  which can have two effects – the increased cost will be 
passed onto the tenant through rent or, the cost of the property will no 
longer be financially viable for the investor and they will have to sell up. If 
investors sell then who will supply the rental accommodation? The people 
who are renting can’t afford to buy, investors can’t afford to own rentals 
so who will fill this need - the government?  

Alternatively, who will benefit from an increase in rents to pay an intro-
duced tax? Neither the investor or the tenant. Whatever path is chosen, 
the tenant will end up paying.  

The majority of investors I know own one rental with plans of increasing 
their property portfolio. These people – you people - I believe, should be 
encouraged and applauded.  A socially responsible government should 
help you develop a business which is for the greater good of the country.  
 
The main issue to be addressed in my mind relates to the amount of tax 
that should be charged on the profit made on the sale of a rental if main-
tenance or financial issues force that sale.  These are issues you should 
discuss with your accountant before you make a decision to sell. It might 
also pay to discuss potential break rates with your bank.
